Ellen R. Saxe, age 76, of Montgomery, Texas, passed peacefully on October
16th, 2022 surrounded by family. Ellen was born in Boston, Massachusetts in
1946. She married her beloved husband, Alan, in 1968. Ellen and Alan moved
their family to Houston, Texas in 1977 to open the first Dunkin Donuts
franchise in the region. After selling the franchise, Ellen and Alan launched
their foray into the full-service restaurant business in 1985 when they opened
the Leaf & Ladle Restaurant in the Memorial area of Houston. After selling the
Leaf & Ladle in 1997, the couple moved their operations closer to their home
in Spring, Texas by launching Ellen’s Café in Old Town Spring, Texas. Ellen
and Alan successfully operated Ellen’s Café for more than 18 years, prior to
selling the restaurant and retiring in 2015. 

 

Ellen is survived by her husband of 54 years, Alan, her son, Corey, and his
wife, Francesca, and her beloved granddaughter, Gabrielle.
